Functional Description of the Quiz/Database Feature

Functioning in .asp. The student will select his/her teacher from a pull down menu. The teacher’s name will correspond to the teacher’s email address as given in the “Teachers” table.

The student will also enter his/her name into a text field that corresponds to StudentName in the “Student Data” table. Once the “Submit” button on the first page is clicked, the student will be locked into completing the test. A flag will be activated on the database indicating that the quiz has been started, and it will deactivate only once the final “Submit Answers” button is clicked. The database will not let there be two instances of the same name.

Once started the student will not be able to take the test again, even if he/she didn’t complete it the first time, nor for any reason. An administrator will have to erase the student’s name from the “Student Data” table in order for a student to retake the test. During the test, the browser’s “Print”, “New Window”, “Back” and “Send” functions will be disabled. However there is no way to prevent the student from opening up a new instance of the browser from the desktop.

Once the student submits his/her answers, a results page will say how many questions were answered correctly and will display correct answers alongside the questions that were answered incorrectly.

The data in the tables that make up the quiz database will all be accessible via an administrative interface.
